MAY 29 - 30, 2006
The Caribbean Association of Housing Finance Institutions (CASHFI) and the Inter-American Housing Union (UNIAPRAVI) will convene a major regional shelter conference May 29 - 30, 2006 with Montego Bay, Jamaica, as the venue.   “Challenges of the Housing Market in the 21st Century” will be the general theme of the conference with sub-themes being:

· Global Market developments and the implication for delivering affordable housing for the future.  We expect that given harmonization of industry practices (underwriting standards, information sharing between countries e.g. credit databases etc.) envisaged under the CSME, there will emerge cross-border investment opportunities for financial institutions/mortgage service providers.  The conference will explore how the new development will translate into cheaper and better loan funding generally.

· Disaster mitigation and sustainable shelter development.  Special emphases will be given to experiences and best practices.  The disaster experienced by residents in communities in Jamaica following the 2004 hurricane, as well as the significant loss of housing stock in Grenada, are fresh in mind.  We need to encourage sustainable housing standards and promote strict adherence to building codes and best practices to minimize effect of disaster

Major presenters will include the participation of the International Finance Corp. Washington D.C.., and the World bank, the Caribbean Development Bank, the CSME Secretariat, the OAS, US-AID and UN-ECLAC, and other experts and visionaries.
